 - have interest and time for this position,


 - have organizational ability and the ability to delegate,


 - be able to speak well and communicate effectively.

First Vice-President shall:

 - have served on the State Executive Board within the last (6) years.

State Officers will serve for the 2023-2025 biennium

The Nominations Team needs one representative from each of the following areas: Area I, Area V, Area VI.


Area I, V, VI need to nominate one (1) representative each, to serve on the Colorado Nominations Team for four (4) years.  (2023-2027) The following chapters lie within those areas.

Area I:  Xi, Chi, Alpha Mu, Alpha Chi

Area V:  Zeta, Mu, Omega, Alpha Delta, Alpha Iota

Area VI: Beta, Eta, Iota, Rho, Phi, Alpha Alpha, Alpha Omicron
